4.2. JURISDICTION PROFILE

Eagle is located 10 miles west of downtown Boise in Ada County. It is bordered by Boise on the east,
Garden City on the southeast, and Meridian on the south and is located 30 miles east of the Idaho-Oregon
state line.

The following is a summary of key information about the jurisdiction and its history:
» Date of Incorporation—Eagle: February 26, 1917
* Current Population—21,00 as of December 2010

» Population Growth—Based on data from the State of Idaho, between 2000 and 2010, Eagle
grew at an average annual rate of 7.50 percent.

» Location and Description—The City of Eagle covers approximately 10 square miles, with
an elevation range from 2566 feet to 3,100 feet. Strategically placed between the Boise
foothills and the Boise River, Eagle has much to offer in the way of walking, horse and bike
riding, a state-of-the-art skateboard park, and ponds and other water amenities. With the
intersection of the state’s primary north-south highway (Highway 55) and a major east-west
route (Highway 44) located in Eagle, access to and from the community is efficient and
diverse.

» Brief History—Eagle’s early history was set in motion when gold was discovered in the
Boise Basin in 1862, as well as in other Idaho mountain locations farther north. Many chose
to seek their fortune mining, but a select few came to understand that the mining towns
desperately needed the agricultural products that were fast becoming the mainstay of Boise
and its river valley to the west, and they centered their efforts on those needs.

* Climate—Eagle, ID climate is warm during summer when temperatures tend to be in the 70s
and very cold during winter when temperatures tend to be in the 30s. The warmest month of
the year is July with an average maximum temperature of 87.60 degrees Fahrenheit, while the
coldest month of the year is January with an average minimum temperature of 22.00 degrees
Fahrenheit. Temperature variations between night and day tend to be relatively big during
summer with a difference that can reach 31 degrees Fahrenheit, and fairly limited during
winter with an average difference of 15 degrees Fahrenheit. The annual average precipitation
at Eagle is 19.20 Inches. Rainfall in is fairly evenly distributed throughout the year. The
wettest month of the year is March with an average rainfall of 2.24 Inches.
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« Governing Body Format—Governing Body Format—Eagle is governed by a mayor-
council form of government, with four elected council members and an elected mayor. The
Council and Mayor will assume responsibility for the adoption of this plan.

» Development Trends—The City of Eagle has grown from 14,000 residents in 2003 to an
estimated 22,000 in 2008. This influx of new residents has resulted in a growing number of
retail and commercial offerings and location of offices from a variety of industries. In 2002,
Camille Beckman, a worldwide distributor of cosmetics and toiletries, relocated its corporate
headquarters and manufacturing facility to Eagle. The city is also home to the Western
Regional Headquarters of Conagra Foods.

4.8. FUTURE NEEDS TO BETTER UNDERSTAND
RISK/VULNERABILITY

Additional data is needed on the following hazards to have a better understanding on risk within the
planning area:

* Earthquake—NEHRP soils data as well as USGS “shake maps” for scenario events most
likely to impact the planning area.

* Landslide—Soils data for landslide susceptibility Analysis.
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» Wildfire—Enhanced wildfire mapping that will better support risk ranking and the
measurement of risk reduction activities. Mapping similar to California’s Fire and Resource
Assessment Program (FRAP).

* Flood—A consistent data set on flood risk that is both publically and politically supported
that accurately reflects the true flood risk is desperately needed within the planning area.

4.9. HAZARD AREA EXTENT AND LOCATION

Hazard area extent and location maps for the City of Eagle are included at the end of this chapter. These
maps are based on the best available data at the time of the preparation of this plan, and are considered to
be adequate for planning purposes.
